BYLAWS

OF

EAST TENNESSEE

SECTION

OF THE

AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF CHEMICAL ENGINEERS

ARTICLE I PURPOSE

The purpose of East Tennessee Section of the American Institute of Chemical Engineers (hereinafter called the Corporation) shall be as set out in the Charter of Incorporation. The principal office of the Corporation shall be 1219 Watauga St, Kingsport, Tennessee, 37660, County of Sullivan.

ARTICLE II MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. The membership of the Section shall be limited to FELLOWS, MEMBERS, ASSOCIATE MEMBERS, AFFILIATES, AND STUDENT MEMBERS of the American Institute of Chemical Engineers, who pay the dues as stated herein and who meet any other requirements of these by-laws and who reside or engage in business within the boundaries encompassed by the Section, which are as follows:

In Tennessee, the counties of Sullivan, Johnson, Carter, Washington, Unicoi, Greene, Hawkins and Hancock;

In Virginia, the counties of Washington, Scott, Lee, Russell, Wise, Dickenson, Buchanan, Bland, Wythe and Grayson.

Section 2. Nonmember chemical engineers may become Local Members for a period not to exceed two years. During this period it is expected that Local Members will apply for one of the grades of membership in the American Institute of Chemical Engineers. Nothing in this Section shall be construed to prevent members from bringing nonmember guests to meetings. Student Members, Affiliates and Local Members may not hold office.

Section 3. Members in good standing of any of the Founder Societies (American Institute of Mining, Metallurgical and Petroleum Engineers; American Society of Civil Engineers; American Society of Mechanical Engineers; Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers) may be members for an indefinite period without applying for membership in the American Institute of Chemical Engineers.

Section 4. any member of the American Institute of Chemical Engineers who resides and is engaged in business outside the boundaries of the Section and who desires to affiliate with the Section shall be eligible for membership and may become a member of the Section by application in writing to the Section Secretary.

Section 5. The annual meeting of the members of the Corporation, for the election of the directors and for the transaction of such other business as may come before it shall be at such hour, place in the City of Kingsport and date during the month of December as may be designated in the notice of the meeting. There shall be at least three other meetings each year, the dates, times and places of which shall be determined by the Executive Committee.

Section 6. Ten percent of the entire membership shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business; but if at any meeting there shall be less than a quorum present, a majority of those present may adjourn the meeting from time to time, and from place to place; and at such adjourned meeting at which a quorum shall be present, any business may be transacted which might have been transacted at the meeting of which same is an adjournment. The Section shall not be held responsible for unauthorized opinions of its members, no matter how or where expressed.

Section 7. In all meetings of members held for the election of directors or for other purposes each member present shall be entitled to one vote and the majority of the votes cast shall control.

Section 8. Notice of every meeting of the members shall be mailed to the members of at least ten (10) days in advance of the meeting. Such notice shall state the time, place and purpose of the meeting.

Section 9. At all meetings of the members, the President or in his or her absence the Vice-President or in his or her absence the Secretary or in his or her absence a presiding officer chosen by the meeting, shall preside, and the Secretary, or in his or her absence a person appointed by the presiding office, shall cause a record of the proceedings to be kept.

ARTICLE III

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. The management and control of the affairs of this Corporation shall be vested in a Board of Directors which shall consist of the President and Vice-President of the Corporation, the Secretary of the Corporation, the Treasurer of the Corporation, and three (3) members, elected annually at the annual meeting of the Corporation. The President shall serve as Chairman of the Board of Directors, and shall be referred to as the "Chairman", the Secretary shall serve as Secretary of the Board of Directors and the Vice-President shall serve as Vice-Chairman of the Board of Directors and shall be referred to as the "Vice-Chairman".

Section 2. If any vacancy in the membership of the Board shall occur, the remaining Directors, by affirmative vote of the majority present at the meeting at which there is a quorum may elect a successor for the unexpired portion of the term in respect of which such vacancy occurs, except that the Vice-Chairman shall automatically succeed to the Chairman, if the office becomes vacant.

Section 3. Regular meetings of the Board shall be held on the second

in
of each year, at such hour and place in the City of Kingsport as may be

fixed from time to time by resolution of the Board, provided that if such day should fall on a legal holiday, the meeting shall be held on the next succeeding day which is not a legal holiday. No notice shall be required for such regular meetings.

Section 4. Special meetings of the Board shall be held .at any place in the City of Kingsport, whenever called by the Chairman or upon written request by two Directors addressed to the Secretary.

The Secretary shall notify each Director of every special meeting by mailing to his or her last known post office address, postage prepaid, at least three days before the date of said meeting, a written notice thereof, or by telephoning each such notice to each Director at least twenty-four hours before the meeting.

Section 5. One-half of the entire membership (of the Board) shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, but if at any meeting (of the Board) there shall be less than a quorum present, a majority of those present may adjourn the meeting from time to time and from place to place; and at such adjourned meeting at which a quorum shall be present, any business may be transacted which might have been transacted at the meeting of which same is an adjournment.

Section 6. At all meetings of the Board the Chairman, or in his or her absence, the Vice-Chairman or in his or her absence a presiding officer chosen by the meeting, shall preside, and the Secretary, or in his or her absence a person appointed by the presiding officer, shall cause a record of the proceeding to be kept.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Section 1. The officers of the Section shall be a Presidem (who shall be referred to as the "Chairman"), a Vice-President (who shall be referred to as the "Vice-Chairman"), a Secretary, a Treasurer and such other officers, if any, as are deemed advisable. All officers must be FELLOWS, MEMBERS, or ASSOCIATE MEMBERS of the American Institute of Chemical Engineer.

Section 2. The Chairman (President) shall be the chief executive officer of the Corporation and shall have the powers usually vested in that office. He or she shall preside at all meetings of the Corporation and its Board, and shall see that all orders and resolutions of the Board are carried into effect. He or she shall execute all deeds and other instruments to be under the Seal of the Corporation. He or she shall perform all other duties required by the laws of the State of Tennessee, and shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned by the Board. The Chairman shall exercise overall supervision over the affairs and business of the Corporation, and shall have the responsibility for active, full-time day-to-day management of the Corporation and conduct of the business of the Corporation. The Chairman, or his or her designated representative, shall execute all contracts and agreements authorized by the Board.

Section 3. The Secretary shall cause to be kept the minutes of all meetings of the members, the Board, and of the Executive Committee. He or she shall cause to be given all notices provided for herein. He or she shall have custody of the Seal of the Corporation and shall affix the same, attested by his or her signature to all instruments required to be under the Seal of Corporation. The Secretary may sign with Chairman, in the name of the Corporation, all contracts, agreements and other obligations authorized by the Board. He or she shall, in general, perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board or the Chairman and as are incidem to the office of Secretary of a corporation under the laws of the State of Tennessee.

Section 4. The Treasurer shall be charged with the collection and disbursement of funds as authorized by the Executive Committee. At the annual meeting of each fiscal year he or she shall present a financial report.

ARTICLE V

DUES

Section 1. The fiscal year of the Corporation shall commence on January 1 st and terminate on December 31 st.

Section2. The dues for the members shall be $10.00 per year, payable on January 1st. Members joining the Section after June 30th shall pay one-half of the annual dues for the year.

Section 3. Student Members of the American Institute of Chemical Engineers shall not be required to pay dues to the Section.

Section 4. All regulations regarding payment of dues shall be made by the Executive Committee of the Section

Section 5. Local section dues will be waived for any member in good standing of AIChE (National) who is 65 years of age or older.

Section 6. Local section dues will be waived for any member in good standing of AIChE (National) who notifies National of his/her unemployed or disabled status. Local section dues will resume at such time as the status is changed.

ARTICLE VI

ELECTIONS

Section 1. All officers and directors shall be elected by ballot at the annual meeting or by mail ballot under regulations prescribed by the Executive Committee and shall take office at the first meeting of the following year. Officers and directors shall hold office for one year or until their successors are elected and take office. Immediately after the annual election the Secretary shall forward the names of the newly elected officers to the Secretary of the American Institute of Chemical Engineers.

Section 2. No members shall be eligible to hold more than one office at any one

time.

Section 3. Should a vacancy occur in any office, the Executive Committee shall appoint some member of the Section to fill the unexpired term.

Section 4. A slate of candidates for the local section offices will be prepared by the Nominating Committee. Any eligible local section member may have his/her name added to the ballot by presenting a petition to the Nominating Committee with the signatures of no fewer than fifteen local section members.

Section 5. Any local section member shall have at least two weeks from the announcement of the Nominating Committee slate of candidates to petition to be added to the ballot.

Section 6. Election to any local section office requires a majority of the total votes cast. If no candidate receives a majority of the votes, a mn-off election will be held between the two candidates receiving the greatest number of votes.

ARTICLE VII

COMMITTEES

Section 1. There shall be an Executive Committee consisting of the Officers of the Section and the Chairman of any committees. This committee shall meet at the call of the Chairman who shall also serve as Chairman of the Executive Committee. In his or her absence the Vice-Chairman, in his or her absence the Secretary. The Executive Committee shall be charged with the business of the Section.

Section 2. There shall be a Program Committee, of which the Vice-President of the Section shall serve as Chairman.

Section 3. Such other committees as may be required shall be appointed by the Chairman with the approval of the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE VIII

SIGNATURES AND ENDORSEMENTS OF

NOTES, CHECKS, ETC.

Section 1. All checks of the Corporation shall be signed by the Chairman or Treasurer. Checks, drafts, notes and other negotiable instruments payable to the Corporation or its order shall be endorsed for collection or deposit by the Chairman or Treasurer. Stocks, bonds, or other securities owned by the Corporation may be sold or transferred upon signature of the Chairman and Secretary.

Section 2. Any officer of the Corporation may accept a gift of property of any nature whatsoever on behalf of the Corporation including property subject to indebtedness so long as a liability for any indebtedness is not assumed.

ARTICLE IX

ORDER OF BUSINESS

The business of the Corporation shall be transacted according to the most recent edition of "Robert's Rules of Order."

ARTICLE X

LIABILITY

Section 1. No officer, or member of the Corporation, or other person shall contact or incur any debt in behalf of the Corporation, or in any way render it liable unless authorized by the Board. No officer, member or employee of the Corporation is authorized to promise moral or financial support of any charitable or other objective without the approval of the Board, or vote of the members of the Corporation.

Section 2. No member of the Corporation, officer, or member of the Board shall be personally liable for the acts of the Corporation, its Board, officer, agents or employees.

ARTICLE XI

SEAL

The Seal of the Corporation shall be circular in form and shall have inscribed on its face the word "Seal", the name of the Corporation and the year of its incorporation.

ARTICLE XII

AMENDMENTS

The members of the Corporation, by the vote of a majority of those members present at any meeting for which notice of any proposed repeal, alteration, or amendment, shall have been given, may make, alter, amend, or rescind the by-laws of the Corporation. Said notice shall comply with the 'provisions of Article II, Section 8, and shall refer to the portion of these by-laws by article and section number, proposed to be repealed, altered or amended.

The Board shall have power, by the vote of two-thirds of those members present at any meeting at which there is a quorum, to make, alter amend, or rescind the by-laws of the Corporation.

These by-laws are hereby adopted and ratified by the Incorporators.
